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Message from the Director

The National Center for Art Research (NCAR) was established in March 2023, and fiscal year 2024 marked the year
when its activities began in earnest. Today, Japan’s art museums—especially those belonging to the National Museum
of Art—are expected to have multifaceted expertise and perform diverse roles within society, and NCAR engages
in a wide range of projects as we help shape museums, taking international standards into account. Due to the broad
scope of our activities, it can be difficult to concisely convey a full picture of our organization. In light of the purpose
of our founding, our mission is to take the time to carefully plan and execute projects that are essential for Japan’s
art museums. These are projects that would be difficult for a private institution—constrained by the need to generate
profits—to undertake, such as developing the basic infrastructure and standards for museum policies.

This report contains information about specific activities, but all of our activities revolve around projects in
furtherance of art museum operations and the promotion of art. These include (1) leveraging the national collections
through projects that connect the collections held at the country’s national art museum with collections at other art
museums in Japan, training in the preservation and restoration of works, and the development of artwork databases
and research environments; (2) building an international network by sending Japanese artists and curators overseas,
providing support for their activities, conducting training programs, and translating scholarly texts; and (3)
strengthening the social function of museums in terms of health/wellbeing and accessibility, in addition to enhancing
learning activities at museums, from the standpoint of collaborating with private companies. Over the long term, it will
be necessary to have an ongoing dialogue about the sustainability of museum activities, so we have created a forum to
discuss topics such as private sector support for museums through donations and contributions.

We hope that ten or twenty years from now, these activities will have made a difference in the environment in

which museums operate.

As the world’s social, economic, and political conditions have been undergoing drastic changes since the 21st century,
the environment and values related to art and museums have grown increasingly diverse. Efforts to promote art are
growing even more important as a means of creating a society that enables all people to encounter a wide range of
perspectives, and experience richly nurturing ideas and emotions. While taking these global trends into account,
the National Center for Art Research was established as a specialized organization — part of the Independent
Administrative Institution National Museum of Art Secretariat, which functions as a new initiative for promoting art
in Japan.

Along with the other museums that are part of the Independent Administrative Institution National Museum of Art,
the National Center for Art Research primarily strives to forge links with a wide range of people throughout society,
including those at Japanese and international museums, and research institutions, as well as establishing a platform
for art promotion and disseminating information globally, while striving for sustainable development. In addition
to conducting research in specialized fields, NCAR endeavors to achieve greater functionality as a national center
affiliated with the Independent Administrative Institution National Museum of Art based on Japan’s art and culture
promotion policies. Further, the Center is dedicated to enhancing the overall activities of the country’s museums
by, among other things, compiling and disseminating information domestically and internationally, promoting the
utilization of art collections, constructing a human network, and expanding learning programs.

The National Center for Art Research endeavors to become a driving force in the sustained development of art,
improve the social value of art, and work toward a future in which everyone has the ability to discover new values and

potential through art.

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1 Overview (FY 2024)

(1) NCAR organization-wide initiatives

Under the leadership of the Director, NCAR has established a Director’s Office and is pursuing projects as organization-
wide initiatives.

In FY 2024, NCAR held a symposium 003 titled, Accessibility in Museums—What Does “Reasonable Accommodation”
Mean in an Inclusive Society? in September 2024, and a symposium 005 titled, What is a Sustainable Operation Model for
Museums? - Donation Possibilities in March 2025, in which museum stakeholders discussed these topics.

In order to enhance the visibility of NCAR activities, we focused on sharing information via our website and social
media, publishing stories to convey information about our activities. At the same time, to convey the appeal of art to
wider society, we created and published a series of videos to proactively distribute information.

Furthermore, to support the activities of Japanese emerging artists and curators on the international stage, we launched
JUMP: Global Collaboration Program for Emerging Artists and Curators from Japan as a project of the Japan Arts
Council’s Japan Creator Support Fund.

(2) Activating art museum collections

As part of Collection PLUS, a new initiative to activate the National Museum of Art collections and the collections of
regional art museums, Tochigi Prefectural Museum of Fine Arts mounted Collection 3, Osakabe Jin and Gustave Courbet:
The Eyes of Landscape Painters.

We also held workshops on photo identification and preservation for staff and conservators at museums and libraries,
as well as lectures on photo preservation to educate the general public.

Furthermore, we promoted scientific research on works in museums belonging to the National Museum of Art, and in
addition to publishing the findings at research and academic conferences, we worked to disseminate information on the
conservation of artworks via our website.

(3) Collecting and disseminating sources of information on Japanese art

We retooled the interface for Art Platform Japan (APJ), a website that NCAR inherited from the Agency for Cultural
Affairs in FY 2023. Japanese Museum Collections Search (SHUZO) is part of APJ, and while expanding the scope of
the database and enhancing each entry in the database, we also created and published a guide to searching for art-related
literature and bibliographies (in both Japanese and English).

We expanded the functionality of the Media Arts Database, which we had also inherited from the Agency for Cultural
Affairs in FY 2023, to improve its usability, while at the same time expanding the data available by obtaining information
from sources such as the National Diet Library and other institutions.

Furthermore, to strengthen the information-sharing capabilities of the National Museum of Art, we augmented the
images recorded in the Union Catalog of the Collections of the National Art Museums, Japan, we improved the search
functionality of The National Museum of Art Collections Search (beta version), and we advanced connections with
Cultural Heritage Online (Agency for Cultural Affairs) and Japan Search (National Diet Library).

(4) Expanding international reach & building international networks

NCAR Symposium 004: The 7th Tama Art University Art Archives Symposium: Replicas and more: Marcel Duchamp The
Large Glass—Stockholm, London, Tokyo, and Paris brought curators from museums in Europe and Japan that have replicas
of The Large Glass in their collections together for the first time, along with an artist and researchers whose work engages
with the topic, to share information and discuss methods for preserving and using these works in museums going forward.

We also selected six international exhibitions for support to facilitate participation by Japanese artists through our
Artist Support Program, organized NCAR Talks by exhibiting artists, and posted videos of interviews with the artists. We
invited international exhibition directors to Japan and supported their research into Japanese contemporary art, which led
to Japanese artists exhibiting their work in international exhibitions.

With the aim of building networks among Japanese museums and art professionals and leading foreign museums and
experts, NCAR organized study tours to Taiwan and Australia. We also worked to strengthen an international network
for art by signing MOUs and by promoting exchanges and collaborative research with museums and other institutions
overseas, including France, Australia, South Korea, and Taiwan.

To promote the study and understanding of Japanese contemporary art in other countries, NCAR translates important
literature on postwar Japanese contemporary art that is unavailable in English and publishes it on our website.

(5) Enhancing learning

As in FY 2023, we offered Leadership Training for Teachers and Curators to Enhance Art Museum-Based Learning, and we
sought to improve the usability of educational materials that take advantage of museum collections (such as the National
Museum of Art: Art Card Set and the Online Toolbox for Enjoying Museum Collections).

As part of the Arts-Based Communication Platform for Co-creation to Build a Convivial Society, along with holding
the Kawasaki in Photos exhibition and an associated workshop, at a pre-opening event for Expo 2025 organized by the
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT), we presented Discover Cultural Prescribing!
Hello Future! 100-year Museum, which introduced “cultural prescribing” as a way to connect culture and art to health and
wellbeing. We also launched aa-tomo TODAY, a website focusing on the topic of art and wellbeing, and published First
Steps in Cultural Prescribing, a guidebook for understanding cultural prescribing.

We cooperated in supervising and editing Social Story editions for three public art museums in Japan and translated
reports on initiatives overseas as part of our research toward drafting DEAl-related guidelines. As part of a new Agency
for Cultural Affairs contract initiative (Fiscal 2024 Promotion of Cultural and Artistic Activities by Persons with
Disabilities), NCAR offered Museum Accessibility Course Fuka-fika TV, an e-learning course aimed at improving museum
accessibility for all.

(6) Collaborations between museums and society at large

We carried out one Partnership project (alliance) with a corporation/organization (NCAR/National Crafts Museum x
Benesse Corporation), three participatory programs (two NCAR/The National Art Center, Tokyo, one NCAR/National
Crafts Museum), and one collaborative program (NCAR/National Crafts Museum x Benesse Corporation).

In addition to conducting Museum Awareness Surveys and publishing some of the FY 2023 survey results, we
conducted and analyzed the results of the Survey on Young People’s Awareness of Museums and Art in General.

NCAR Symposium 003: Accessibility in Museums—What Does

Changes to the Act for Eliminating Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities went
into effect in April 2024, making it mandatory for all businesses to provide “reasonable
accommodation.” This symposium presented case studies for making museums accessible to all.
Participants exchanged views from the perspective of the operators (museum personnel), people
with disabilities, and the intermediary support organizations that connect them.

WHO WORKS at NCAR?

This series introduces readers to NCAR staff and shares what they are thinking as they carry out their
work.

This is a program in which emerging Japanese artists and curators collaborate with foreign
art museums and build international experience and networks in order to become active on
the international stage. The program was selected in June 2024 as a project to support the
development of curators and artists in the Contemporary Art category of the Japan Creator
Support Fund, established within the Japan Arts Council with subsidies from the Agency for
Cultural Affairs.

In the past, the main focus of the national museum traveling exhibitions was to display items from
National Museum of Art collections in locations around the country. By contrast, as a new initiative
aimed at activating the collections of local art museums, we have created two programs. Collection
DIALOGUE is a program under which the National Museum of Art and a local museum
collaborate to plan and organize an exhibition featuring works from each of their collections, based
on a specific theme. Collection PLUS is a program for mounting special exhibitions that highlight
the appeal of a regional museum’s collection by adding one or more pieces from a related National
Museum of Art collection to an exhibition of the works in a regional museum’s collection.
In FY 2024, there was one Collection PLUS exhibition.

® Advancing scientific research on artworks at the National Museum of Art

NCAR aims to promote scientific research and conservation efforts at the National Museum of Art.

With the cooperation of the Nara National Research Institute for Cultural Properties, in FY
2024 NCAR conducted a study on the deterioration of lead, a material that is found in works in the
National Museum of Art, Osaka. Additionally, on May 15 NCAR convened a study group on the
FY 2023 scientific research on posters created by Sugiura Hisui. Along with sharing information
among the responsible personnel from the National Museum of Art, the findings were published
by the Japan Society for the Conservation of Cultural Property and in the Bulletin of the National
Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo.

NCAR disseminates information via its website in order to collect and share knowledge and
information about conservation inside and outside of Japan.

In FY 2024, we posted a video recording of NCAR Lecture 002: Development of Analog
Photography and Conservation of Photographic Heritage, on our website.

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5 Collecting and Disseminating Sources of Information on Japanese Art

As a national center, NCAR collects and disseminates information from across Japan on a comprehensive scale. To support research on

Japanese art and to heighten Japan’s presence on the global art scene, NCAR is working to develop Art Platform Japan as a research portal to

serve as hub for international research on Japanese artists and their works. We are also working to collect and disseminate information about

the collections held by art museums around the country. (Research Resources Group)

(1) Building the Art Platform Japan international research
environment

In FY 2023, NCAR took over an art platform program site from the Agency for Cultural Affairs.
With the aim of establishing an online research center function for Japanese art, we developed
this into Art Platform Japan (APJ), a comprehensive research portal for Japanese art (it includes
Dictionary of Artists in Japan (DAJ), Japanese Museum Collections Search (SHUZO), Japanese
Museum Collections Search (SHUZO) Contributors, Contemporary Japanese Art Exhibitions
from 1945, and Japanese Galleries and Art Spaces).

In FY 2024, in addition to revamping the design of the APJ interface to improve its legibility, we
expanded the portal as discussed below.

Additionally, we created and published on the portal research guides on the topics of
“bibliographies,” “artworks,” “exhibitions,” and “museums and galleries” in Japanese and English.

In FY 2024, along with continuing to add records for artists and organizations, with cooperation from
outside researchers, we created and published commentary and reference information about some
artists (new commentary about 19 artists in Japanese, commentary about 41 artists translated into
English).

In FY 2024, based on the roadmap for the expansion of Japanese Museum Collections Search
(SHUZO) database that was drawn up in FY 2023, the scope of the records—which had been
limited to modern and contemporary Japanese art—was expanded in terms of the regions and
eras that are covered. Specifically, along with expanding the coverage to Japanese and foreign
works from the nineteenth century onward, guidelines were changed so as to include records
about works by artists not included in the Dictionary of Artists in Japan. This made it possible
to add a large amount of data, and more than one hundred and fifty thousand new records were
added. We were also able to secure the participation and cooperation of fourteen more public
and private art museums around Japan.

Contemporary Japanese Art Exhibitions from 1945 and Japanese Galleries and Art
Spaces

In FY 2024, records were added to Japanese Galleries and Art Spaces.

In addition to the above, since FY 2003 we have continued to make available important
art-related literature through our initiative to translate literature on Japanese modern and
contemporary art.

NCAR established the Archives Working Group under the Research Resources Review
Committee (this committee, comprising members of the Research Resources Group and
representatives from the individual museums, was established to strengthen the National
Museum of Art’s ability to disseminate information).

In April 2023, NCAR took over the operation of the Media Arts Database (beta version), which
had been operated by the Agency for Cultural Affairs since March 2015. In FY 2024, with the
aim of improving the site’s usability, when we launched the new website in January 2024 we
enhanced the features of the website, expanding the search function and adding a CSV output
function, while we also worked to lighten the burden of managing the site.

Moreover, with the aim of expanding the size of the database, we added data from the
National Diet Library (manga and games section), the Meiji University Yoshihiro Yonezawa
Memorial Library and Modern Manga Library, the Kumamoto Manga Museum Project (manga
section), Culture Convenience Club, ListDB, Zenroku Server (full recording server), The
Screenplay Archives (animation section), CEDIL-CESA (game section), and Keio University
Art Center (media arts section).

By inviting directors and curators of international exhibitions to Japan and supporting their
research on the Japanese art scene, NCAR promotes the participation of Japanese artists in
international exhibitions and creates networking opportunities.

In FY 2024, we invited Taipei Biennial 2025 directors Sam Bardaouil and Till Fellrath (both
of whom are directors at the Hamburger Bahnhof—National Gallery of Contemporary Art). In
March 2025 they were in Japan to participate in meetings with artists and museum curators in
Tokyo. As a result, three Japanese artists were chosen to participate in the Biennal.

Artist Support Program

With the aim of strengthening the presence and enhancing the value of Japanese contemporary
art overseas, when Japanese contemporary artists show their work at major international
exhibitions such as biennales and triennales, NCAR provides assistance to cover necessary
exhibition-related expenses.

In FY 2024, six international exhibitions were selected (with twenty-eight artists to show
works), and this support is ongoing.

Researchers, curators, and other experts are also sent to selected international exhibitions. In
FY 2024, four persons were sent (three researchers and one curator).

Each year we select a number of the artists who participate in international exhibitions through
the Artist Support Program for a video that we produce and share that follows the artist’s
creative process and includes recorded interviews about their work. In doing so, along with
preserving the words of these artists and their practices as archive materials, we are able to more
widely share information about these artists.

In FY 2024, we produced videos of interviews with Kazama Sachiko and Terauchi Yoko,
which we then posted on video sharing websites.

B Translating literature about Japanese modern and contemporary art

17 documents

To promote the study and understanding of Japanese contemporary art in other countries,
NCAR translates important literature on postwar Japanese contemporary art that is unavailable
in English. The literature is selected on Art Platform Japan based on themes and eras, and it is
translated into English and published on the website.

In FY 2024, six translations that were underway in FY 2023 were completed at the beginning
of the fiscal year, and after making copyright arrangements eleven other documents were
translated.

Additionally, in 2024, NCAR provided financial support to cover part of the cost for the
symposium Centering the Margins at California State University in Los Angeles, USA (May
24-26, 2024) and Unruly Visions: Art, Activism, and Intersectionality in East Asia at Oxford
University, UK (December 5-6, 2024), which served as a venue for presenting the results of our

literature translation program.

(2) Building an international network

To build personal networks between Japanese museum personnel and leading museums
overseas, NCAR invites art experts from Japan and other countries to symposiums, workshops,
and other events that we hold, and we also send Japanese art experts to other countries and
invite foreign experts to Japan.

By inviting artists, curators, and researchers from Japan and other countries, NCAR seeks
to build international networks by creating forums for exchanges of opinions, debate, and
conversation. These events also promote interdisciplinary research across national boundaries
and specialties on a variety of topics related to contemporary art.

Seminars on common international issues

Preparatory studies for The Large Glass Tokyo Version (1980), a replica of Marcel Duchamp’s
signature work, The Bride Stripped Naked by Her Bachelors, Even (1915-1923, commonly
known as The Large Glass), which is in the Komaba Museum at the University of Tokyo, had
been retained by Tama Art University. These studies became the impetus for a three-year
research project that began in FY 2023 to tackle issues such as the educational use of important
resources for contemporary art history, how the thinking on replicas varies by country, and the
conservation of artworks. In FY 2024, NCAR invited curators from museums that house replicas
of The Large Glass for a symposium.

National Museum of Art global networking

NCAR advances the National Museum of Art’s international exchange programs by providing
support for research, information exchange, and project execution by sending National Museum
of Art researchers overseas and by inviting experts to visit from other countries. In FY 2024,
NCAR extended two invitations (two people) and supported two trips abroad (three people).

Japan-Australia Museum Curator Exchange Program
The Japan-Australia Art Museum Curator Exchange is a program under the Basic Treaty of Friendship
and Cooperation between Japan and Australia that was initiated in 1989 following a proposal by
Australia. Through this program, curators are invited to visit the other country to facilitate cultural
exchange between Japan and Australia by introducing their art, museums, and artists to each other. In the
past, the Agency for Cultural Affairs had been responsible for inviting participants to Japan, but in FY
2023 the responsibility for this was transferred to the National Museum of Art, with NCAR coordinating
the program.

In FY 2024, Senior Curator Nicholas Chambers of The Art Gallery of New South Wales was invited to
visit Japan for two weeks in support of his research on how Cubism was accepted in modern Japanese art.

Centre Pompidou and National Museum of Art Curator Exchange Program

In FY 2024, the Centre Pompidou x National Museum of Art Exchange Program was launched as a joint
project of the National Museum of Art, Centre Pompidou, and Institut frangais. A member of the National
Museum of Western Art’s curatorial team was sent to Paris for one month, while Olivier Zeitoun, a
curator in the Centre Pompidou’s Design and Industrial Prospective Department was invited to Japan for
one month.

NCAR worked to ensure that the exchange went smoothly. Along with being responsible for executing
the MOU, NCAR provided assistance and interpretation for the visiting curator’s research activities.

National Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art, Korea and National Museum of Modern
Art, Tokyo Joint Research Program

In FY 2024, the National Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art, Korea; the National Museum
of Modern Art, Tokyo; and NCAR launched a joint project to explore the history of the interaction
between Japan and South Korea in the sphere of modern art, researching the collections and archival
materials of the national museums of Japan and Korea. After the three institutions signed the MOU, two
researchers from the National Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo visited the National Museum of Modern
and Contemporary Art, Korea to discuss specific topics for joint research.

*Executing MOUs for cooperation with foreign museums

To promote opportunities for international exchange and research with curators in Japan and
other countries, NCAR pursues MOUs (agreements for international exchange) with foreign art
museums and other institutions.

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7 Enhancing Learning

NCAR provides information and is engaged in R&D for the new programs and educational materials that are needed in today’s society so

that everyone can come into contact with art and discover new values and possibilities. We investigate case studies inside and outside of

Japan and illuminate important perspectives and issues, while engaging in activities that benefit all art museums in Japan. Examples of this

include planning and developing training programs for teachers and museum curators to advance art appreciation education and wellbeing

programs that integrate art with healthcare and social welfare, pursuing initiatives that improve accessibility to museums, and organizing

symposiums and online lectures. (Learning Group)

(1) Museums as a learning resource

NCAR brings together a variety of initiatives, including museum workshops, from the
standpoint of learning and shares these in the form of videos or interview articles.

Besides offering training sessions for educators and curators at National Museum of Art
exhibition halls, focusing on art appreciation education through collaborative learning,
NCAR creates opportunities for everyone to engage with art and art museums by developing
educational materials and programs using works from the National Museum of Art collections
and making them available for use in educational settings.

m Leadership Training for Teachers and Curators to Enhance Art Museum-
Based Learning

NCAR is in charge of the overall coordination of Leadership Training for Teachers and Curators
to Enhance Art Museum-Based Learning, an art education training program for educators hosted
by the National Museum of Art since FY 2006. The main objectives of this training program
are to develop human resources and foster collaboration among schools and art museums in
the local community. In addition to participating in group work in museum exhibition rooms to
discuss works while in their presence, attendees learn about various approaches to art education
and hear examples from across the country. (Organizer: National Museum of Art; Co-organizer:
Agency for Cultural Affairs)

In the FY 2024 in addition to the groups for educators in elementary schools, middle schools,
and high schools, as in FY 2023, NCAR created a group on the topic of special needs education
for group work. Participants engaged in in-depth discussions about the kinds of art appreciation
activities and lessons that can be provided to children with different types and levels of
disability. A report summarizing the training was created and published on the website.

National Museum of Art: Art Cards
The National Museum of Art: Art Cards is an art education tool with sixty-five works from the
National Museum of Art collections. In the past, the sets had been loaned out by each museum
belonging to the National Museum of Art. In FY 2023, NCAR worked toward making it possible
to borrow the sets via the NCAR website, and in FY 2024, except for loans for school use
made by museums belonging to the National Museum of Art, all loans were handled directly by
NCAR (Learning Group) via an application form on the website. (20 Art Cards loans in FY 2024)
To make the art cards even more widely available, a fifth edition was published in
collaboration with a publishing house, and this has made the art cards available nationwide at
bookstores and through mail order (1,116 copies sold in FY 2024). The art cards have also been
used in programs such as the Leadership Training for Teachers and Curators to Enhance Art
Museum-Based Learning.
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Online Toolbox for Enjoying Museum Collections (https://box.artmuseums.go.jp/)
NCAR operates an online portal for digital art education materials (Online Toolbox for Enjoying
Museum Collections) which is intended for use mainly in elementary to senior high school
classrooms. Using this tool, high-definition images of sixty-five masterpieces from the National
Museum of Art collections can be projected onto a smart blackboard or sent to tablets.

In FY 2024, we renewed licenses so that these materials can continue to be used in school
classes.

(2) Health and wellbeing

NCAR conducts research on activities—mainly art and cultural resources—that contribute to

health and wellbeing, and promotes these activities within wider society. (https://aatomo.jp)

B Industry-government-academia research in the fields of welfare,
healthcare, and technology on the ART-based Platform for Co-creation

With the objective of spreading the concept of “cultural prescribing,” which uses art and
cultural resources, NCAR is working to design and develop programs that take advantage of
museum collections. This project is part of the Arts-Based Communication Platform for Co-
creation to Build a Convivial Society (hereafter referred to as the “ART-based Platform for Co-
creation”). The platform, based at the Tokyo University of the Arts, is a collaboration among
40 organizations including NCAR and its proposal was submitted to the Japan Science and
Technology Agency (JST) under the Program on Open Innovation Platforms for Industry-
academia Co-creation (COI-NEXT).

Bread (1969) by Jasper Johns, in the collection of The National Museum of Art, Osaka, is currently difficult to be displayed due to
corrosion of the lead sheet used in the work. The National Museum of Art, Osaka, the Nara National Research Institute for Cultural
Properties, and the National Center for Art Research conducted a joint scientific study in 2024 in order to identify the causes and
mechanisms of corrosion and to seek conservation measure regarding this issue in the future. This study first examined the state of
the material used in the artwork, its structure, and deterioration, followed by an analysis of the material. Observation of the artwork
with naked eyes and a digital microscope, and an analysis of the compounds and the fine structure using micro X-ray diffraction and
microfocus X-ray computed tomography of samples taken from the corroded lead sheet, revealed that the corrosion products were
hydrocerussite and plumbonacrite. This report examined the process of deterioration based on these findings, hypothesized that the
cause of the corrosion was organic acid vapors emitted from materials used in the artwork itself, and discussed countermeasures to
inhibit the deterioration.

[Abstract]

Systems for professional practice in accordance with the code of ethics and guidelines in the field of conservation have been established
in some countries in Europe and North America. In order to promote deeper understanding of these pioneering initiatives, the author had
produced Japanese translations of documents by international organizations related to conservation, such as the International Council
of Museums — Committee for Conservation (ICOM-CC) and the European Confederation of Conservator-Restorers’ Organisations
(E.C.C.0.). Here, the author produced a Japanese translation of the Code of Ethics and Guidelines for Practice, which has a long
history in the United States. Japan also has a code of ethics in the form of the Bunkazai no Hozon ni Tazusawaru Hito no Tame no
Kodokihan (A ten-point code of conduct for people involved in the conservation of cultural property), which was established by the
Japan Society for the Conservation of Cultural Property in 2008. However, while a need is also felt for guidelines for practice, none
have yet to be formulated.

This study produced Japanese translations of the body text of the current Code of Ethics and Guidelines for Practice of the American
Institute for Conservation (AIC), as well as the historical background and commentaries on this text. These are revised versions
adopted in 1994. The original texts, which were the earliest documents in the world, were the “Standards of Practice and Professional
Relations for Conservators” adopted in 1963, and the “Code of Ethics for Art Conservators” adopted in 1967, both of which were
formulated by the International Institute for Conservation of Historic and Artistic Works (IIC) American Group, the predecessor of the

American Institute for Conservation.

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Uses and Applications of Advanced Technology by Art Museums — Current Initiatives

and Vision for the Future

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[Abstract]

The National Center for Art Research engages in a wide range of projects in cooperation with other national art museums using cutting-
edge digital technology. At the request of art museums, the author, who handles digital creative projects, develops digital content in the
form of three-dimensional computer graphics, virtual reality, and high-definition video based on materials related to works provided
by the art museums. Some leading examples of research results include three-dimensional computer graphics, virtual reality, and high-
definition video content for viewing works at the National Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo and high-definition video content utilizing
spatial audio (3D audio) for viewing works at the National Museum of Western Art.

Since taking this position, the author has developed digital content through a process of trial and error. However, sufficient discussion
has not taken place within the organization overall regarding demand. As forecasting demand is difficult using a technical approach
alone, future development will be uncertain without continuous dialog with and feedback from art museums and artists. This study

examines cases and research throughout the world, and reports on an original initiative that identifies the demand for digital content at
art museums, and related issues, based on the outcomes of past cooperative projects. It also provides a concrete idea of what to do in

the future and explains a new practical model.
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
